
Magnetic Sheeting 
Preparation, Use and Care

Surface preparation
Make sure the paint is perfectly clean and dry.
Make sure the back of the magnetic is free of debris and is clean.

Application
Let one edge of the magnet contact the vehicle in the desired position. Let the magnetic power do the work as 
you put the sign into place. If the magnet is not in the desired place reposition it and try again. Make sure the 
entire surface is smooth against the vehicle with no air pockets underneath. During the winter the temperature 
of the magnet should be about 50 degrees F during installation, the vehicle surface temperature does not 
matter.

Problem surfaces
Care should be taken with wood grain paneling and metallic finishes. The surfaces should be checked weekly 
for the first 90 days of use. Do Not put magnets on freshly painted surfaces. The paint needs time to cure 
before applying.

Maintenance
Remove the magnet every three to four days, cleaning and drying both the back of the magnet and the vehicle 
surface. This keeps moisture from collecting, which can potentially damage the vehicle surface. Keep the 
magnet free of road dirt and debris. Remove the magnet after snowfall and rain-wipe dry.

Storage
Either roll up around a 3” core (at least) with the printed side facing out, or store flat. Avoid curls or stress on the 
magnetic.

Tips
Do not wash the vehicle with the magnetic in place. Vehicles using this signage in areas of lawn chemicals, salt-
water spray, road salt etc. should be maintained as outlined.
Corner rounding prevents corners from getting “Dog Eared”. Custom shapes should utilize rounded contours 
rather than sharp angles.
